DO NOT WORRY!  And that’s an Order!!

Matthew 6: 19-34

Introduction:  Worrying is a universal disease.  I am the only person I know who has conquered the disease, but I worry about you.  And I worry about the consequences of the lie that I just told.  In fact, I worry about how much I worry.  

Bulletin to the Church of the Lord Jesus:  Worrying is a sin.  So tonight, we are going to study this disease and explore some cures.  

I. Worry over stuff focuses on two primary elements:  

A. Luxuries;  Things we want

B. Necessities;  Things we need
II. Scripture focuses on priorities  (Matt. 6:33)

A. Invest in Heaven (v.20)

1. Our heart should be in Heaven (v.21)

2. Investing in earth limits sight (v.22-23; Luke 16:11)

3. Investing in Heaven prevents a divided heart (v.24)

III. Focusing on the necessities of life brings confidence
A. A general principle:  Do not worry!
1. Do not worry…(v25a)

2. So do not worry …(v.31)

3. Therefore do not worry …(v.34)

B. A definite command:  Do not worry!!!

C. A clear direction; Do not worry about…
1. Your food and drink  (v.31a)

2. Your fashion (v.31b)

3. Your future (v.34)

IV. Worrying is Sin

A. Worrying is unnecessary because of the nature of our Father (Matt. 7:7-11)

1. Ask

2. Seek

3. Knock

B. Worrying reveals our weak faith (v.30)

1. The lost of NO faith

2. The saved have little faith

a. When we worry we are striking out at God; I don’t trust you.
b. When we worry we are disobeying God; I choose not to believe your word, and instead believe you don’t care.
c. When we worry we are doubting God; You can’t or worse, won’t, take care of me. 
C. Worrying reveals our true spiritual condition

1. Worriers live by sight
2. Worriers live in fear
3. Worriers live in defeat

4. Worriers live in despair
V. Worrying is curable (Matthew 6:33-34)

A. Repent of sin

B. Return to Jesus

C. Renew your faith

D. Rely on Scripture
